  Trout stocking has been well 
underway in the state for several 
weeks now which means that it’s 
time for you to get out there and do 
a little trout fishing! These tips for 
trout fishing in the early spring will 
help to ensure that you go home 
with a full creel.
Use An Ultralight Rod And Reel 

Combo
  Although trout in the early spring 
are a little less “finicky” than they 
will be in the forthcoming weeks it 
is still important to understand that 
you can’t just throw any old lure 
or live bait out there and expect to 
get a bite. Water temperatures are 
often not much warmer than 40 F 
and visibility is often very poor due 
to rapid spring currents. Knowing 
this, you’ll want to equip your-
self with an ultralight rod and reel 
combo and use 4-6 lb test mono-
filament. Lighter weight test mono-
filament is more difficult for trout 
to see and helps to reduce drag in 
rapidly moving water. As far as rod 
and reel are concerned, I personal-
ly use a 5 foot long Ugly Stick with 
an Orvis No. 1 Spin reel. The ultra 
light action Ugly Stick is sensitive 
enough to feel even the most subtle 
of strikes from timid spring trout.

  As far as using live bait to catch 
early spring trout is concerned, you 
can’t go wrong with using either 
trout worms or small live minnows 
hooked to a single size 4 – 8 fishing 
hook. I’ve also had a great deal of 
success using Berkley Powerbait to 
catch trout in the early spring as well 
as throughout the entirety of the 
trout fishing season. I have found 
that the Chartreuse Power Nuggets 
seem to work the best. You’ll want 
to use just enough split-shot sink-
ers to submerge your bait between 
12 – 18 inches above the bottom 
of the water body in which you are 
fishing. Don’t use too much weight 
however as you want to allow your 
bait to have as much natural move-
ment as possible.
Spring Trout Lures
   You’ll want to be sure that you 
have a wide variety of shiny and 
brightly colored trout fishing lures 
on hand before you head out. Ice 
melts and rainstorms cause spring 
water to move rapidly and appear 
murky so the shinier the lure the 
better. I am mostly familiar with 
trout fishing in the Berkshires as 
well as trout fishing in the Farm-
ington Valley area of Connecticut 
so I am going to tell you what lures 
work best in these particular areas. 
It could very well be that these 
fishing lures will work well for you 

throughout the rest of the country, 
when in doubt, just go down to your 
local tackle shop and ask around! I 
have had the best luck by far when 
using the following trout lures;
1/32 – 1/8 Ounce chartreuse Roost-
er Tail
1/4 Ounce gold Thomas Buoyant
1/4 Ounce Daredevil, the original 
red and white one
   I have also had some degree of 
luck with different colored varia-

lures and before you throw stones 
at me for not mentioning the Pan-
ther Martin, let me just say that 
although the Panther Martin trout 
lure has worked well for others, it 
has not worked well for me!
   When fishing for trout in the early 
spring using lures I tend to cast and 
then reel in the lure at a medium to 
somewhat slow pace. If I’m using a 
spoon such as the Thomas Buoyant 
or Daredevil then I will gently pull-
ing back the rod tip as I reel in the 
lure in order to produce a wounded 
minnow-like effect.
   The DNR trout stocking program 
is active currently.  Good luck this 
season.

  Spring is an excellent time to 
catch monster bluegills. With the 
hardships of winter ending, the 
bluegill’s attention turns toward 
feasting to gather energy for the 
bluegill spawn. Conditions are op-
timal for a fisherman to take advan-
tage of this frenzy of activity since 
the bluegills will be less cautious 
and more voracious than any other 
time of the year. 
  Pre-spawn activities begin when 
the water temperatures approach 
60 degrees. The bluegills will move 
up from the deep winter haunts fol-
lowing weed lines, dead-falls and 
whatever other cover they can uti-
lize to make a stealthy move to the 
shallows. They will take every op-
portunity to feed and build strength 
for the rigors of nest building, at-
tracting a mate and defending the 

Spring Bluegill Spawn
brood. During this time very little 
can interrupt the feeding frenzy, 
only prolonged cold snaps will 
slow them down. 
   The spawn will follow the feeding 
phase when waters warm a bit more. 
The males will move into the nest-
ing sites and start to prepare a nest 
to draw a mate. The nests usually 
appear as light colored “elephant 
tracks” surrounded by the darker 
bottom all around. The bigger fe-
males remain close to the nesting 
site in the adjacent deeper water. 
After the water warms a few more 
degrees, the spawning begins with 
the females moving in to deposit 
their eggs in the prepared nests and 
then returning to the deeper water. 
Males remain on the nests after the 
eggs have been deposited and fer-
tilized to protect them from preda-

tors. They are scrappy fighters that 
will take on fish much bigger than 
themselves such as bass and catfish 
to keep their young safe. At this 
time they are more likely to attack 
your jig just to move it out of their 
nest rather than to eat the bait. The 
end result is the same though, a

hooked bluegill. 
  These shallow bluegills will be 
spooked easily, so whether you 
shore fish, wade or go by boat tread 
carefully and quietly. Spooked fish 
may remain on the nest but will de-
velop lock jaw that will frustrate 
the bahgeebers out of you. 
   Please practice responsible fish-
ing when targeting nesting blue-
gills. They are very vulnerable 
and can be decimated at this time. 
Removing all of the large males 
can actually irreversibly affect an 
entire population of bluegills. In 
effect, you are artificially altering 
the natural selection process that 
produced the big guys in the first 
place. Once the DNA for big blue-
gills is lost, it cannot be replaced in 
that pond or lake without introduc-
ing new fish and allowing them to 
disperse their genetics. That could 
take years and may cause other 
problems if not done correctly. By 
only harvesting some of your catch 
and releasing many of the larger 
bluegill, you can have a feast while 
allowing the fish to continue to fin-
ish the mating process.

Illegal Swimming

GRAFTON, W.Va. – The West Vir-
ginia Division of Natural Resourc-
es (DNR) announces that swim-
ming from the shoreline of Tygart 
Lake on the Pleasant Creek Wild-
life Management Area (WMA) is 
prohibited by regulations govern-
ing public use of Wildlife Manage-
ment Areas (§58-70-2.11). This 
regulation will be strictly enforced 
beginning immediately, accord-
ing to Curtis I. Taylor, Chief of the 
Wildlife Resources Section and 
Colonel Dave Murphy, Chief of the 
Law Enforcement Section.
 “Illegal swimming and associated 

parking of vehicles has negatively 
impacted the launching and park-
ing of boat trailers using the boat 
ramp on Pleasant Creek WMA,” 
Taylor said. “This illegal swim-
ming has also created serious pub-
lic safety concerns; therefore, strict 
enforcement of the no swimming 
regulation is necessary.”

   The DNR Parks and Recreation 
Section plans to reopen the public 
swimming area at Tygart Lake State 
Park in 2014. This will provide the 
public with safe and convenient 
shoreline swimming opportunities 
on Tygart Lake.

    It has been a long hard winter and 
one of the most anticipated events 
in the spring is wetting a line on 
open water. While ice fishing is 
fun and productive, there is noth-
ing like being out in the boat after 
taking a few months off. What re-
ally adds to the open water fishing 
experience is the thrill of catching 

slab crappies.
  There are many fishermen who 
wait in the spring for the crappies 
to move in to spawn. Don’t get 
me wrong; if you find crappies on 
their spawning beds, the fishing 
can be fantastic! But why wait to 
the spawn when you can have your 
cake and eat it too. Crappie fishing 
right after ice out can be equally re-
warding.
   The water temperature right af-
ter ice out will be very frigid. After 
a few bright warm sunny days the 

lakes ecosystem will start to come 
alive. Many crappies in the early 
spring will be found deep. These 
deep water spots typically will be 
the last spots the ice fisherman were 
having success. By using light jigs 
and minnows in these deep-water 
spots, chances are you will have 
good success. But if you are really 
looking for fast action think shal-
low water.
   As the water starts warming up, 
the insects will start hatching and

small baitfi sh will move closer to 
shore. When that happens the crap-
pies will move in right behind the 
food to feed. The best thing about 
early season crappie fi shing is that 
the best times of the day to be out 
is during the peak of late afternoon 
and early evening when the weath-
er is the nicest. Every lake is differ-
ent, but the best early season lakes 
are the more shallow and muddy 
bottom lakes because they tend to 
warm up quicker.
  If the lake has a small bay or 
channel the crappies will be drawn 
in there like magnets. Fallen trees, 
sticks brush and last years weeds 
will attract more insects that are 
hatching that the crappies will feed 
upon. This combination will be-
come your “A” fi shing spot. The 
water temp that typically starts this 
early season action is about 50 de-
grees. There are many fi shermen 
who incorrectly think the crappies 
at this time are coming in to spawn. 
They are simply coming in to feed 
at this time. Crappies will move in 
to spawn a little later in the spring 
when the water temperature is 
about 65 degrees.
  There are many fi shermen that 
will use a jig and minnow. They 
will catch fi sh, but if you really 
want the fast action switch your 
presentation to a tube jig. The best 
depths typically here are about 6

feet or less. When you rig you tube 
jig, place a small bobber a foot and 
a half up from the jig. Cast and re-
trieve it slow. The bobber basically 
simply keeps your jig at the same 
depth. In detecting the bite, crap-
pies will often grab your jig and 
swim side to side or the bobber will 
tip up and then move slowly down. 

The tube jig body is plastic so give 
the crappie a little time to suck it 
down. The best thing about the tube 
jig is that if you miss you will often 
get another bite right away. When 
using minnows for bait, you miss 
your done.
   Once the crappies move in, 
the action can get very fast. This 
spring crappie pattern usually lasts 
a few weeks. After that the crap-
pies move slightly deeper staging 
for the spawn and then move back 
in. So why wait for the crappies to 
spawn? You waited all winter. Ear-
ly spring crappie fi shing is a real 
bonus. Have Fun!

MISSION

    The spring of the year means a lot 
of things to a lot of different people, 
but one group of people that really 
get excited as the spring season gets 
underway are fi shermen. While all 
fi shermen begin to get a little “ant-
sy” during the spring as they think 
about heading out onto the water, 
nowhere is this more true than with 
trout fi shermen. The spring season 
is the holy grail to many trout fi sh-
ermen and with good reason as the 
spring coincides with the beginning 
of trout season in many areas of the 
United States.
  Below I will draw upon my twen-
ty plus years of experience fi shing 
for trout to outline 3 tips for catch-
ing more trout in the spring season. 
Although the tips themselves are 
being listed in no particular order, 
I have found all of them to be ex-
tremely effective when fi shing for 
trout, especially during the spring 
of the year.
  A Longer Fishing Rod Is In Order 
- Many trout fi shermen tend not to 
think much about the length of their 
fi shing rod and this is a big mistake. 
The reason that this is a mistake is 
that during the spring of the year 
you are normally dealing with wa-
ter conditions that are higher than 
normal in both lakes and rivers and

GREEN BANK, W.Va. – In 1900, a 
community’s economy would rely 
on logging timber on Cheat Moun-
tain and the mill operations in town.

a longer fishing rod will give you 
much more “feel” when detecting 
bites, setting the hook, and fighting 
trout. This fact is especially true in 
river fishing scenarios where drift 
fishing is the technique of choice. 
Under “normal” river and water 
conditions you more than likely 
employ a four to five foot ultralight 
rod while fishing for trout and dur-
ing the spring season an ultralight 
rod that is from six to seven feet is 
in order.
  Smaller Baits Are In Order - No 
matter what type of trout bait you 
choose to use for trout during the 
spring many times smaller is better. 
So spinners should be in the 1/32 
ounce range, spoons should be no 
larger than 1/4 of an ounce, and any 
trout jigs should be as small as you 
can get away with. If you are using 
live bait or eggs as trout bait, make 
sure that you employ very small 
fishing hooks. An example of this 
rule would be with our friends live 
worms. During the spring never use 
an entire night crawler as bait, but 
rather pinch the night crawler in 
half or opt instead to use the night

crawlers smaller cousin the red 
worm as your trout bait choice.
  Use The Correct Fly - There is 
no doubt that when you talk about 
trout fishing or trout bait you have 
to mention the use of artificial flies 
as bait and choosing the correct 
fly is vitally important during the 
spring trout season. Whether you 
are a traditional fly fisherman or 
are a spin fisherman who uses a 
casting bubble to fish with artificial 
flies there are certain fly choices 
that you need to have at the ready 
early in the trout season. These flies 
would include woolly buggers, the 
freshwater clouser, an egg pattern 
or two, Adams, blue winged olive 
parachutes, and a couple of pheas-
ant tail nymphs.
  Keep these simple trout fishing 
tips in mind this spring as you head 
out on your next trout fishing ex-
cursion and you will surely experi-
ence more success on the water.

Springtime Bass
Fishing Ideas

  Springtime is the ultimate time of 
change for bass and bass anglers 
alike. I realize that many of you 
reading this just wish the ice would 
melt from the surface of your fa-
vorite fishery, while others in the 
southern U.S. have already fished 
your first tournament.
  So let’s approach it this way, let’s 
base the “early spring” lure selec-
tion tips I’m about to share more 
on water temps than actual calen-
dar dates. We’ll talk about what 
lures you might consider casting 
when water temps range from 45 to 
55 degrees.
  I’ll begin with one that’s easy to 
fish with, the XCalibur Xr50 lip-
less crankbait. This is essentially 
a “cast it out, and wind it in” lure 
that requires the angler to do very 
little to make the fish bite it, and it 
always seems to be at its best when 
you have aquatic vegetation pres-
ent. The key, though, is to retrieve it 
really slowly when water temps are 
running 45 to 55. I use 15-pound 
line, and as you may have noticed 
by what guys were throwing in the 
recent Bassmaster Classic, the col-
or Rayburn Red is a great shade to 
throw in early spring.
  The next choice is one that is leg-
endary on lakes where shad and 
rocky shorelines are present. It’s 

the suspending Rogue. It’s famous 
because it works. And the reason 
it works is because it imperson-
ates the many dying or slow mov-
ing shad that are present in really 
cold water. A lot of anglers struggle 
with suspending jerkbaits like the 
Rogue because they can be a little 
difficult to cast, and they work best 
only when you pause them for sev-
eral seconds between slight jerks or 
pops of the rod tip.  Some anglers 
aren’t patient enough to pause as 
long as they need to, but you defi-
nitely need to pause a couple of 
seconds before you jerk it or turn 
the reel handle. Rogues work best 
on light, 8-pound line, and you’ll 
have an easier time casting them if 
you use a spinning reel.
  Lastly, and this one totally de-

pends on the angler to impart any 
action on it, but it’s a great one in 
cold water – it’s the old skool rub-
ber skirted jig. I like a 3/8-ounce 
jig with plenty of strands in the 
skirt when the water is 45 to 55 
degrees, and if you can find one 
that has the strands made of rubber 
versus silicone – that’s even better 
in cold water. A jig is big time ver-
satile. You can drag it on the bot-
tom like a slow moving crawfish 
where the original creek or river 
channel swings closest to the rocky 
shoreline, or you can pitch it into 
a shallow tree resting along the 
shoreline. And with a jig in hand, 
you may just catch the biggest bass 
of your life.

Cold Weather Bass Fishing
   Myths come in all shapes and 
sizes – and truths do too for that 
matter.
  There’s the myth that a penny 
tossed off the top of the Empire 
State Building can penetrate the 
concrete sidewalk below (false). 
There’s also the myth that a duck’s 
quack doesn’t echo (true).
  Not surprisingly, bass fishing has 
its own set of myths: Bass don’t eat 
topwaters when it’s sunny, big fish 
only eat big lures and so on. Win-
ter fishing seems to take myths to a 
whole new level. Maybe the long 
hours in freezing cold numbs the 
mind as much as it does the hands, 
but one could write an article about 
how many myths there are regard-
ing this chilly time of year – and 
whether or not they’re true.
  So we did.
  Myth: You can’t catch fish shal-
low in winter
Truth:

Sure, plenty of bass do head deep

in the winter, where water tem-
peratures are more stable and can 
be higher than in the shallows. 
Yet certain shallows with the right 
characteristics will offer the warm-
est water, and that compels bass to 
feed more often.
Pro’s Comment:
  “This is the biggest myth that I’ve 
ever heard,” OFF! pro Terry Bolton 
says. “I catch a lot of fish shallow 
even when the water temperatures 
are in the low 40s and upper 30s in 
2 feet of water. The shallows just 
have to be close to deep water.”
How to debunk the myth:
   Bolton seeks out 45-degree banks 
with deep water nearby. The other 

stipulation is that the banks have to 
have large chunk rock.
  “The fish will always be around 
these areas because of how much 
heat those rocks hold [and subse-
quently stimulate the food chain 
from the bottom up],” Bolton says.
  Other factors such as wind and 
sunlight also affect the water tem-
perature on certain banks. For in-
stance, chilly wind from a cold 
front blowing across an open basin 
can push cold water into a shore-
line, while waves lapping against a 
bank in more typical weather can 
stir up sediment that causes the wa-

ter temperature on certain banks. 
For instance, chilly wind from a 
cold front blowing across an open 
basin can push cold water into a 
shoreline, while waves lapping 
against a bank in more typical 
weather can stir up sediment that 
causes the water to hold heat a little 
longer. And when the sun is lowest 
in the morning and evening, some 
banks will be shaded while others 
receive direct sunlight, depend-
ing on the terrain, trees lining the 
shoreline and the angle of the bank. 
It’s often best to target the sunniest 
banks in the morning, and to wait 
to fi sh shaded banks until later in 
the day, when the sun position has 
changed or the air temperature has 
risen.

   To catch fi sh, Bolton ties on a Ra-
pala Shad Rap, puts the nose of his 
boat almost on the bank and makes 
parallel casts to the bank, slowly 
reeling in his lure. This allows him 

to keep the crankbait in the shallow 
strike zone throughout the entire 
retrieve, while also determining if 
the fi sh are right against the rocks 
or holding just off of them.

Bassmaster Classic
2014 Winner

BIRMINGHAM, Ala. — Every an-
gler dreams of catching bass after 
giant bass like Randy Howell did 
on Sunday.
  Howell began hauling in Lake 
Guntersville lunkers minutes into 
the final round of the GEICO Bass-
master Classic presented by Diet 
Mountain Dew and GoPro. He lost 
track of how many culls he was 
able to make, but at one point he 
was trading 4- and 5-pounders for 
even larger bass.
  When Howell brought his bag to 
the scales, his five bass weighed 29 
pounds, 2 ounces, with the largest 
going 7-3. The banner day beefed 
up his total to 67 pounds, 8 ounc-

es.
  “I don’t even know if I’m going to 
win, but it doesn’t matter,” Howell 
said before all the 25 finalists came 
to the scales. “It was the best day 
I’ve ever had in 21 years of profes-
sional bass fishing, a day of a life-
time.”
  But his day did get better: He be-
came the world champion, the 2014 
Bassmaster Classic champ.
  “I’ve had this dream so many 
times, and it’s happening now. I 
can’t believe I won the Bassmaster 
Classic. I don’t win tournaments 
very often,” said Howell as he was 
announced the winner.
 Howell is a two-time Bassmas-
ter event winner, including a 2013 
Bass Pro Shops Bassmaster North-
ern Open presented by Allstate 
event that earned him his 2014 
Classic qualification.
  Sunday’s victory — Howell’s 
first after 11 other tries as a Classic 
competitor — was worth $300,000 
and the most coveted trophy in 
the sport. From Springville, Ala., 
Howell became only the second

angler to win the Classic in his 
home state.
  Howell edged out B.A.S.S. Na-
tion qualifier Paul Mueller of Nau-
gatuck, Conn., by 1 pound. Mueller, 
who on Day 2 set a new one-day 
Classic weight record at 32-3, to-
taled 66-8 for second place.
  Third place was claimed by sec-
ond-day leader Edwin Evers of Ta-
lala, Okla., with 65-11. Fourth was 
Ott DeFoe of Knoxville, Tenn., 
with 63-6, including the day’s larg-
est bass, an 8-4. First-day leader 
Randall Tharp of Port St. Joe, Fla., 
finished in fifth place at 62-12.
  Howell repeatedly used the words 
“perfect” and “effortless” to de-
scribe his day on Lake Gunters-

ville.
  “I caught my first one on my sec-
ond or third cast,” he said. “I caught 
one almost every cast or two and 
had a limit in the first 10 or 15 min-
utes. It was quick. It would have 
been quicker if I hadn’t had to stop 
and retie every time because of the 
rocks.”
 The rocks were the riprap up 
against a causeway bridge on 
Spring Creek. That early flurry in-
cluded releasing eight 4-pounders.
  Howell spent most of his time on 
the riprap. He moved only once, 

going farther back into the creek 
to a grassy area. The move yielded 
a 6-pounder and allowed him to 
cull a 4-pounder. He then motored 
back to the riprap. His largest was 
a 7-3. It was his fourth bass of the 
day and the one that told him he’d 
made the right decision to go to 
Spring Creek.
  His Classic lure arsenal included 
a Livingston Lures model being 
developed within the Pro Series. 
Not yet available to the public, it’s 
a medium diver in a crawfish color.

World Record Trout
Not Official

Bill Ray (r) brought in a 166 7/8 
score buck from Pendelton Co.

He also used a Rapala DT6 crank-
bait in the “demon” crawfish color 
and a Yamamoto bladed jig.
  “I went out this morning believ-
ing I could win,” the champ said. 
“That’s the weirdest thing. Typical-
ly, I would never be in 11th place 
and 9 pounds back and think I had 
a chance to win. But for some rea-
son I had the feeling I could win on 
Spring Creek — that something big 
would happen there.”
  Fred Roumbanis’ 9-3 largemouth 
from Day 1 won the event’s Car-
hartt Big Bass Award of $1,000 
plus $1,500 for wearing Carhartt 
clothing.
  Howell earned a $7,500 Toyota 
Bonus Bucks award.
  Tharp received the Day 1 GEICO 
Everyday Leader Award of $1,000 
plus $1,500 for having a GEICO 
decal on his boat’s windshield. 
Evers won the same bonus on Day 
2.

  A Minnesota angler was on top 
of the world after a recent ice-fish-
ing expedition across the border in 
Ontario, Canada, during which he 
reeled in an enormous lake trout 
that weighed 52 pounds, 3 ounces.
Rob Scott’s enthusiasm was under-
standable. It was the largest trout 
he had ever tangled with, by far, 
and he’d later learn that the 45-inch 
fish was nearly 24 pounds heavier 
than the existing world record for a 
tip-up-caught lake trout.
  (Tip-ups are wood or plastic de-
vices, with a spool of line, attached 
to a flag that raises to signal a 
strike; the angler then brings in the 
line with his hands.)
  But three weeks after the Febru-
ary 8 catch on the Ontario side of 
Lac la Croix, Scott finds himself 

the subject of an Ontario Ministry 
of Natural Resources investigation, 
his fish-of-a-lifetime seized as evi-
dence.
  It’s not venturing far on a limb to 
state that Scott will not be credited 
with a world record, and that he 
faces a possible fine and/or a re-
striction of fishing privileges.
  Why so much fuss? A simple ex-
planation is that the catch appears 
to have put Scott one fish over the 
legal limit.
  It turns out that also on February 
8, before catching the behemoth, 
he landed a 4-pound lake trout, and 
the Ontario daily bag limit for the 
species is one per day.
  What’s interesting, though, is how 
the 65-year-old U.S. Navy veteran 
was caught.
  After landing the giant trout, he

the 4-pound trout to another an-
gler, and toted the big fish back to 
Minnesota via snowmobile. He had 
only one trout in possession, and 
seemed home free.
  But two officers with the Ontario 
Ministry of Natural Resources had 
checked Scott’s fishing license on 
February 8, before he landed the 
52-pounder. They had noticed the 
4-pound trout.
  It was not until one of the offi-
cers saw a newspaper report on the 
monster catch, however, that he re-
called his encounter with Scott, and 
making note of the 4-pound trout.
The officers contacted the Min-
nesota Department of Natural Re-
sources, which helped track down 
Scott and his fish, which was be-
ing stored by a taxidermist. The 
fish was scheduled to be delivered 
by the DNR to the MNR, where it 
would be stored as evidence.
  Late last week the Minnesota Star 
Tribune quoted Scott as saying 
there was nothing malicious about 
his actions, and that he was not try-
ing to hide anything.

  “I called the Ontario officers and 
said I owed them an apology,” 
Scott said. “It wasn’t illegal for me 
to keep fishing after I caught the 
first trout. But when I caught the 
bigger fish, with the adrenaline and 
everything I had going, and the fact 
that it wasn’t going to survive if I 
released it, I figured if I gave the 
smaller fish away, that would be 
OK.”
  Scott explained that the big trout 
probably would have died if it’d 
had been released, because of the 
prolonged struggle.
  Officers are not talking about the 

investigation.
As for a chance at the world re-
cord, the Freshwater Fishing Hall 
of Fame states that “fish must be 
taken legally” to qualify.
As for Scott, it’s unlikely that he’ll 
ever be able to share another fish 
story quite like this one, and it’s 
reasonable to assume that he’ll stay 
within the bag limit on all future 
expeditions.

For Small Bass Events 
ROANOKE, W.Va. - A new online 
registration system is available for 
fishing tournaments at Stonewall 
Jackson Lake in Lewis County, ac-
cording to Bret Preston, assistant 
chief of the Division of Natural 
Resources Wildlife Resources Sec-
tion. The online system is for tour-
naments composed of 10 or fewer 
boats at the lake. A change in the 
bass regulations this year from 
catch-and-release allows for fishing 
tournaments with weigh-ins. A lot-
tery drawing for large tournaments 
was held in January and those tour-
naments are scheduled for 2014.
   Tournament organizers may ac-
cess the online system at www.
wvdnr.gov under the “Fishing” 
section for the tournament guide-
lines and the tournament registra-
tion page. Tournament organiz-
ers can complete the registration 
page and submit the application. 
Applications are accepted on a 
first-come, first-served basis. If ap-
proved, tournament permits will be 
issued by the Division of Natural 
Resources.
