2026 Antlered Deer
Harvest Down

CHARLESTON, W.Va. — The
West Virginia Division of Natu-
ral Resources (WVDNR) today
announced that hunters harvested
33,775 antlered deer during the
state’s two-week buck firearm
season, which ran from Nov. 24
to Dec. 7.

According to preliminary data
collected through the WVDNR’s
electronic game check system,
hunters in Greenbrier harvested
the most bucks (1,730), followed
by Preston (1,349), Randolph
(1,198), Hardy (1,165), Pendle-
ton (1,135), Pocahontas (1,089),
Monroe (1,057), Grant (1,039),

The 2025 harvest was 18.5 per-
cent below the 2024 harvest of
41,435 bucks. All WVDNR dis-
tricts registered a decrease in har-
vests, with the exception of Dis-
trict 4 which experienced a 7.5
percent increase compared to last
year.

This year’s decreased harvest
was caused by an increase in hard
mast production, which often re-
sults in decreased harvests due to
the difficulty of tracking and tar-
geting game species spread out
over a landscape. Several coun-
ties also experienced an outbreak
of hemorrhagic disease, which
likely impacted hunter success,
especially in the western part of

“Reviewing the Fishing Regu-
lations Summary each year is an
important step for anglers to stay
informed about the rules that con-
serve the quality of our state’s
diverse fisheries,” said WVDNR

and renew their licenses early, so
they’re ready to cast their lines
come January 1.”

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Winter Rabbit Hunting

What can you hunt when it's not
time to hunt deer? Every hunter
has a personalized routine that
they resort to once deer season
comes to a close.

Some resort to coyote hunting
to keep predators out of their
whitetail territory, and others will
hide out until the winter weather
settles down and spring gets a lit-
tle bit closer. Although these are
both excellent ways to keep your
shooting skills sharp for the next
deer season, one type of hunting
is often forgotten and should be
considered during these hard win-
ter months: rabbit hunting.

ger finger.

However, these little guys can be
tricky to locate, so you first must
understand where they hide. To-
day, we will tell you where to find
rabbits and give you four tips on
hunting them successfully.
Where They Hide

Rabbits are mostly found where
they locate food sources or cov-
er for thermal and predator pro-
tection. This makes it crucial for
hunters to locate areas with dense
coverage, such as thick brush,
oaks, or dense woods.

However, rabbits have been
known to tolerate human activity,
causing them to hang out in brush
near dwellings, barns, and small
wooded areas.

In the winter, rabbits tend to
burrow into thick piles of leaves,
brush, or shrubs for necessary
cover. If trees have fallen or been
destroyed, you can almost bet that
rabbits will most likely hang out
here. However, from time to time,
on a warm, sunny winter day, you
can catch rabbits out soaking in
the sun near south-facing slopes.

vegetation of your land.

Search for brush-filled hollows,
overgrown shrubs, corners of
fields, and areas with tall weeds
and trees. Many of these spots
offer crops, fruits, and other food
sources as well, making it not
only a place of coverage but also
a food source.
